Biography:
Pia Delano is a physical therapist from Chile who graduated from Universidad Mayor on 2013. Her thesis consisted of creating a program to prevent and treat sequels in children survivors of pediatric cancer in a Chilean hospital. She later on went to Cincinnati Children's Hospital for an observorship of the PT department to see the hematology, oncology and BMT program, following physical therapists in their daily activities and learning about the criteria for different treatment stages.  She has presented twice in the Chilean oncology physical therapy seminar with lectures “The role of the physical therapist in pediatric cancer: preventing and treating sequels of survivors of childhood cancer” and “Physical therapy intervention in a total scapulectomy due to an Ewing Sarcoma: from prehabilitation to rehabilitation”.

She works at Centro de Rehabilitacion Oncologico Fundacion Nuestros Hijos, located in Santiago, where her PT role  consists of preventing, treating and rehabilitating children who are diagnosed with cancer to diminish sequels that come with the different medical interventions. She also gives guidance, support and helps children in Palliative Care and their families. She also tutored the thesis “Relationship between Fatigue and Quality of life in children from Fundacion Nuestros Hijos who are in physical therapy.”

She is an active member of the Colegio de Kinesiologos of Chile, the Physical Therapy Oncology Section in Chile and WCPT IPT-HOPE
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
